Non-academic Scholarships

Cheltenham College offers Scholarships and Awards in a number of non-academic disciplines at 11+. Any awards made at
11+ will continue throughout a pupil’s time at Cheltenham College and may possibly be enhanced as he or she moves on to
the Senior School at 13+.

For awards offered commencing in September 2010 the assessment dates are as follows:

Thursday 28th January 2010 Music (Internal candidates)
Friday 29th January 2010 Art

Design & Technology

Music (External candidates)
Saturday 30th January 2010 Sport

The following is a brief outline of the requirements for each type of award:

Art Scholarship

Candidates should bring in a portfolio of recent work on the day. It would be good to see an
extra-curricular interest. Drawing skills should be clearly evident and sketchbooks would be useful.
On the day of the assessment each candidate will be expected to talk about his or her work, and take [§
part in a Still-Life exercise lasting about one hour. :

Music Scholarship

Two prepared pieces will be required for the main instrument, along with appropriate scales. Sight
reading and aural tests will also be given at the audition. The minimum standard of performance on
the main instrument should be equivalent to Grade 3 of the Associated Board Examinations or above.
A second instrument and/or voice should also be offered and one prepared piece presented at the
audition. This need not be of the same standard as the main instrument but must demonstrate a good
degree of competence and ability. A music teacher’s report would also be helpful to any application
for an award, if lessons are taken outside school.

Sports Assessment

Candidates should have represented his or her school in at least two different sports in their age
group’s top team and, if possible, have also had Club experience. Merely having an interest in sport
will by itself be insufficient but general sporting potential will be recognised. There does need to be
evidence of potential and a letter from your child’s present games’ coach should substantiate this.

Design & Technology Assessment

Candidates should bring examples of any three dimensional work which has recently been produced,
together with any supporting drawings if possible. The assessment takes the form of a short practical
task and an interview based on the material brought in.
